Congenital malformations of the alimentary system
: effects on the fetus and newborn

The congenital malformations of the alimentary

system (CMAS) are a group of anomalies that could
result to severe problems and usually need surgical
intervention. The aim of this study was to investigate
the percentage of children born with malformations
of the alimentary system, the sort of the problem
and the way of treatment.

We studied, during an one year period the children
with CMAS born in two state maternity hospitals
of Athens. The study is prospective according to
protocol.

We found that among a total number of 12.565
live births, there were 42 (0.33%) newborns with
CMAS: 10 (23,8%) of them had cleft lip and
palate, 10 (23,8%) diaphragmatic hernia, 5 (11,9%)
imperforate anus, 5 (11,9%) oesophageal atresia
with tracheoesophagial fistula, 4 (9,52%) duodenal
atresia, 3 (7,1%) congenital megacolon, 2 (4.76%)
omphalocele, 2 (4.76%) gastroschisis and one case
(2,38%) with anal stenosis and ectopia. Operation
was necessary for 29 (69%) children. 28 (96,5%)
of them were operated on during the first days of
life, (successfully 26 (89,7%), while 2 (6,9%) died
postoperatively). In one case, parents refused any
intervention.

There was no case with positive family history.
33 (78,5%) mothers were of Greek origin and 9
(21,5%) were immigrants. Fetal echo was performed
only in 24 (57,1%) of the pregnancies, 22 of them
in Greek mothers.

In conclusion, the CMAS are relatively rare. The
majority of them need surgical intervention and the
results are satisfactory. We believe that, by offering
better information concerning the value of prenatal
diagnosis and management, especially to immigrant
mothers, potential dangers and inconveniences
from late diagnosis could be avoided.
