Aeiforia for the future
Sustainable Development (sustainability, aeiforia) was defined by the Brutland Commission Report "Our Common Future" in 1987 as "development that meets the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs". Another definition states that Sustainable Development means  "improving the quality of life by living within the framework of the carrying capacity of support systems". (The Global Conservation Strategy, Care for the Earth, 1990).

In any case, the environment sets the boundaries.
